HOST MISSIONARIES:  We will be working with the Ministry of Operation Mobilization and Ludie Creech’s team.  Ludie is the Ministry Director for Operation Mobilization in Ireland.  Their camp and program is based at the home of OM Ireland, Lacken House in Rahara, County Roscommon in the heart of Ireland about a 2 hour drive west-northwest of Dublin.  Lacken House is a former bed and breakfast containing 6 en-suite bedrooms in the main house, as well as 4 self-service chalets, and office, meeting, and classroom space in the former stable block area.  The Lacken House campus is a great environment for living, learning and dining.  As it sits on a remote 5-acre tract of land, the property offers plenty of opportunity for personal quiet times and solitude.
	The town of Roscommon lies about 8 miles (15 minute drive) from Lacken House.  Here you will find opportunities for shopping in several chain markets as well as numerous specialty shops.  Additionally there is a library, a leisure centre that boasts a sauna, swimming pool, and a number of recreational activities.  The town of Athlone is about 30 minutes away and is a bit larger and has a wider variety of shops, a shopping mall, cinema and other places of interest.  OM Ireland team members worship in a number of area churches that vary in size and worship style.

IRELAND: The Republic of Ireland occupies 70,282 sq. km. of the island of Ireland, which has a total area of 84,421 sq. km. It is located in the extreme north-west of the European continent Locked in by the turbulent waters of the Atlantic Ocean, which wash its northern, southern and western shores, its geography and history have been shaped by contacts with its eastern neighbor, the United Kingdom, across the narrow passage of the Irish Sea.
According to the most recent census return some 88 per cent of Ireland’s four million population classify themselves as members of the Roman Catholic Church. Historically a kind of surrogate state the Catholic Church operated an almost parallel system of governance through its lattice of some 1,000 parishes managed by its priests. Churches acted as anchor tenants both in remote rural outposts and in mushrooming suburbia. Since the population explosion of the 1970’s some 90 new Catholic parishes have been created in the greater Dublin region providing a sense of continuity amidst the high rise apartments and rampant shopping centers. Recent immigration, though it has changed the religious complexion of the population, has not done so in a fundamental manner, primarily because many of the immigrants have come from largely Catholic countries, such as Brazil and Poland.

CLIMATE:   Ireland has extremely variable climate.  It is not uncommon to have snow, hail, and temps in the 60”s all in one day.  April typically sees temps in the 50’s with 40’s and 60’s possible.  So, packing to have layers is recommended.  Weather should be cool to mild while we are there.  The highs for April are normally around 58°F and the lows are usually around 48°F.  Layers along with light jackets are recommended.  
CURRENCY:  Ireland uses the Euro.  Do not bring traveler’s checks.  If you have an ATM card, you will be able to get money in Ireland and/or use Visa MasterCard for almost any purchase.  Do not exchange money at the airport.  If you have any Euros left from previous trips bring them with you for small incidentals in the airport. 
DRESS CODE: We need you to help us stay above reproach in all areas of dress. What may not be a problem in the USA can be an identification problem in their culture. Please help us rise above personal preferences to overcome any perception problems that can occur in a cross-culture ministry.

Please dress modestly at all times. Sunday attire for church is below knee length dresses or skirts for girls and dress slacks (no jeans) for boys. In addition, boys should wear a nice long sleeve shirt on Sunday with dress shoes. (No sandals or tennis shoes) Other days the dress code will be team outfits and / or causal. We want you to be comfortable, but not offensive in any way. Dress for the airport will be announced, it will be a team shirt and jeans. 

Team shirts will be provided. You will need five pairs of khakis or nice jeans for the team outfits (no holes in jeans). You should have comfortable shoes for the ministry days. Wear tennis shoes.  Do not bring excessive jewelry that could be a target for theft on the streets.  Casual shorts are ok for non-ministry times.

GIRLS: No short dresses, skirts, or shirts (i.e. 2 inches above the knee, stomach showing, etc.) No extreme hairstyles or colors, or excessive rings, etc. No baggy clothing.  BOYS: No baggy clothing, earrings, extreme jewelry (necklaces, pocket or neck chains, etc.) No hats in buildings or in school programs. Hair should be neat and not excessively long as to draw attention (head or face). You can grow it back when you come home.

SIGHTSEEING:  We will be taking one day for a free day and Sightseeing.  Ireland is known for its beautiful landscapes and old buildings.  Castles are also prevalent.  Our sightseeing day should be full of neat things to see and do.  

ELECTRICITY:  Ireland’s voltage is 220V.  In order to use a hairdryer or other electric appliances you will need an adapter with transformer.

GIFTS:  We will be providing gifts for the local pastors.  Any items you can bring will be greatly appreciated.  Bibles, commentaries, etc. also ties, pens, and other nice gifts any pastor would like to receive.  Call the team leader if you have any questions.
HIGH SCHOOL MINISTRY ATTENDANCE:  In order to participate on the mission trip, students must attend 80% of a combination of weekly events (Sunday School & Epicenter) and may get credit for other special events, such as Church on the Street, SLU Regional, etc.  An attendance sheet will be placed at the check-in desk in the Warehouse on Sunday mornings and Wednesday nights.  Students are responsible for checking off their attendance each time.
HOUSING: We will be staying at the Donnybrook Church in Cork, Ireland.  You must bring a sleeping bag or bed linens, and you may want to bring a pillow and a towel with you.  Shower shoes are recommended.

INTERPRETERS: We will not have a need for interpreters.

GOOD ATTITUDE!   Flexibility is a must!

INSURANCE: Travel insurance is provided for each team member.

LAUNDRY:  Undetermined for now.  When more info is available…you will know.

LANGUAGE:  English 
LUGGAGE & PACKING: You will be allowed one checked bag (max 50 lbs.) and one carry-on to fit into overhead compartment. The team will be taking several pieces of ministry equipment and supplies that team members will be checking as a second piece of luggage. Each person must be able to carry his or her own personal luggage. Put your name, address, and phone number on all baggage before you arrive at the airport. We will also provide colored luggage tags on the day before we leave.   Every suitcase should be secured. 
MEALS:  We will be eating some Irish food, which should be very familiar items.  If you have a dietary need please see the team leader. 

MONEY / GIFTS: Personal gifts can be bought, but remember you have to carry them home.  We will take an offering on Thursday night for the OM Ireland missionary staff. Total additional money needed and / or suggested is $30 for snacks, souvenirs, etc. plus any offering you might like to give. We suggest you bring credit card or ATM.  The problem with traveler’s check is the necessity to have a passport with you when cashing.

MEDICAL INFORMATION: Please return the medical information form with the application.

MINISTRY OPPORTUNITIES:  Students will have a variety of ministry opportunities that we will participate in.  Our objective while in Ireland is to serve Ludie Creech, OM Ireland, and the Cork Church.  Thus, we will be participating in mostly evangelistic events, which include school assemblies, door to door evangelism, street and park presentations, and one-on-one witnessing opportunities.  Since evangelism is our primary focus, we will concentrate much of our training times on evangelism.  We will also be learning several dramas as well as songs.
PASSPORT: For information on how to get a passport, go to http://travel.state.gov/passport/passport_1738.html.  
PLEASE NOTE: Begin the application process immediately for your passport as wait times can take weeks.  Your passport is to be turned in to the Student Ministry office by February 13th. The group leaders will handle student passports and tickets at the airport. The passports and tickets will be locked in a safe place while in Portugal. EACH PERSON IS TO KEEP ONE PHOTOCOPY OF THE PASSPORT WITH THEM AT ALL TIMES.
SUNDAY SERVICES: We will worship with a local church in Cork, Ireland.  We will also be involved in the service through drama, testimony, singing, etc.  Do your best to get to know the local people as we will be ministering with them all week.  We will have interpreters available.
PRAYER PARTNERS: Each student and adult on the team must get a group of 10 prayer partners. These are people that are not going on the trip but will commit to pray faithfully for the trip. You will need to give a list of your 10 prayer partners by March 13th.
TEAM GUIDLEINES
- BE ON TIME at all times. Know where you are to be, and be there 5 minutes early.
- Enjoy the culture and the people. Be open to all God wants to do in your life.
- Group assignments will be given each day and you must stay with that group at all times.
- Do not make promises that you cannot or will not keep. (i.e. “I will write you”)
- Do not give out money or show money in public places.
- If you are uncertain about the food, please take a small portion, and then have more if you desire. DO NOT complain about the food. If you have a diet problem, please see the team leader.
- Be cautious about exchanging names or personal information with anyone other than SCORE staff.
- No guys or girls in each other’s room.
- Remember to follow the dress guidelines.
- Music can be an area that is easily misunderstood or can offend. Do not bring CD’s or iPods, or Mp3 players as they may present a potential problem. These can be easily lost or broken as well.
- Always be cautious and polite. Show your gratitude for all the staff and student leaders.
- No playing or tricks in the dorm that may cause damage or hurt feelings.
- NO PDA (public display of affection between couples) Hands and lips off.
- Be involved; stay involved in all activities and ministry.
- Remember your TEAM COVENANT and respect the decisions made for the benefit of the whole group and ministry effort.

DAILY SCHEDULE:  Flexibility is the key.  Cork Church will have our schedule for us, and we may be doing some traveling into nearby villages.  Please be kind and respectful with our partner missionary’s decisions.

TELEPHONE CALLS:  Telephone cards work best and you can purchase an international calling card here in the states.  Any emergencies – call the missionary cell phone (only emergencies please!).  Emergency calls can certainly be made and received. However, due to the size of our team phone access will not be available to everyone. Those needing to make calls will have to have approval from the church team leader.  Parents check your emails for updates – if you don’t have email arrange a phone call with someone who does.

TIME: Ireland is 5 hours ahead of E.S.T.  For example, 1pm Atlanta=6pm Portugal.
