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Camper Guidelines to Follow



1. Follow the camp schedule faithfully.  Everyone must attend all activities and be ON TIME.
2. Stay with your counselor at all times.  There is no free time without counselor supervision!

3. NO raids on other rooms, sneak-outs, or unsupervised hikes – anyone caught out of their room without permission after “lights out” will be sent home! 

4. The boy’s rooms are off limits to the girls, and the girl’s rooms are off limits to the boys.  Campers will be sent home for violation of this guideline with no questions asked.

5. Parents and campers will be held financially liable for any damage to hotel rooms, including broken lamps, beds, or having to replace towels or bed comforters.

6. Always bring your Bible and camp student book to worship and small group time.

7. Cloth yourself modestly.  This means no 2-piece swimsuits, short shirts that ride up to show my belly button or shorts that cause others to stumble, no cheer shorts with writing on the backside.  When wearing a tank top, wear another shirt under the tank top.  All guys will wear their shirts at all times unless swimming or bathing.  Camp staff reserves the right to ask you to change if your clothing is deemed inappropriate.
8. iPod’s, Radios, hand-held video games, tape players, etc are not allowed. These items will be taken and given back at the end of the week. No water balloons, shaving cream or other such material are allowed, except for use at scheduled activities.
9. If a cell phone is taken to camp, counselors will take them up until we return home.
10. Campers are not allowed to make phone calls.  See Camp Director, Blake Evans, if you need to make a phone call.

11. All medicine is to be given to the camp nurse upon check-in on Monday.  The nurse will distribute all medicine.  You are responsible to come see the nurse when it is time to take your medicine.  

12. Treat each other, all adults, facilities, and property with respect.

13. No fireworks, firearms, knives, cherry bombs, or nuclear weapons

14. No tobacco, drugs, alcohol

15. Anyone breaking these rules will be sent home at the expense of the parents with no refund of camp money.

Departure Day Process


We will leave Monday morning from the high school side of the Warehouse.  Check-in will be inside the lobby and café of the Warehouse.  Students should arrive at 7:00am.  Here are the 5 check-in stations that will help make sure we get out of Woodstock on time.  PLEASE NOTE:  WE WILL LEAVE AT 8:00AM SHARPLY.
#1 Luggage Drop – LOCATION: IN FRONT OF BUSES
· 2 adults in front of each bus to help drop luggage and load luggage on appropriate buses

· 1 adult at each bus station will have bus assignment lists.  Adults will ask students their name and then direct the student inside to check-in station.  

· Adults will then load luggage on appropriate buses according to that student’s bus assignment.
